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Official Rules as of 01 September 2004
(the "Rules")
I DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATIONS

1. Definitions and Annexes

1.1 The following definitions are used in the Rules:

"All European Final" means the final of the Competition at the ECJ run in accordance with chapter of the Rules;

"Bench" means European Law experts judging both written pleadings and oral arguments;

"Case" means a hypothetical European law problem, which will be pleaded during the Competition and which is prepared by European law experts upon the invitation of the ELMC Society;

"Competition" means the European Law Moot Court Competition - an annual moot court competition arranged by the ELMC Society in accordance with the Rules;

"Court" means the Bench or a part hereof at the Regional Final(s) or the All European Final;
"ECJ" means Court of Justice of the European Communities;

"ELMC Society" means the European Law Moot Court Society - a non-profit organisation arranging the Competition;

"Executive Secretary" means the person defined in the Rules

"OT" means an organising team designated by the ELMC Society to help in the arranging of the Competition;
"Regional Final(s)" means the oral round(s) of the Competition run in accordance with the Rules;

"RT" means a regional organising team, which in cooperation with the ELMC Society and the OT organises the Regional Final.

1.2 Each of the Annexes hereto constitutes an integral part of these rules. 

2. Interpretation and revision of the Rules

2.1 Any questions concerning the interpretation of the Rules arising during the written phase must be submitted to Board of the ELMC Society. Questions may be forwarded to the OT, which will then ensure that it is passed on to the responsible persons. 

2.2 During a Regional Final or the All-European Final questions concerning the interpretation of the Rules must be submitted to the Executive Secretary. Before reaching a decision the Executive Secretary is required to seek the advisory opinion of the assistant to the Executive Secretary if the ELMC Society has appointed such assistant.

2.3 OT and RT members have no authority with respect to the interpretation of the rules. 

2.4 The Rules may only be revised by the ELMC Society and only after the end of the running of the Competition, i.e. the All European Final.

II THE COMPETITION

3. Structure

3.1 The Competition consists of three phases: 

3.1.1 A written phase, in which all teams shall prepare written pleadings for both, the applicant and the defendant, based upon a hypothetical European law problem, 

3.1.2 An oral (Regional Final) phase, in which the teams, who are selected on the basis of their written pleadings and a geographical criterion, shall defend their argumentation before a regional final Court, pleading for both, the applicant and the defendant, and as either an Advocate General or as a Commission Representative, and 

3.1.3 Subject to the consent of the ECJ, the Competition will each year be concluded with the All European Final in Luxembourg, at which the winning teams and the winning Advocate Generals  and Commission Representatives of the regional rounds will meet and compete 

4. Time Schedule

4.1 The time schedule for each year's Competition shall be drafted by the ELMC Society and will be published on the ELMC web-site.

5. Language

5.1 The Competition shall be bilingual at all stages, English and French being the official languages. 

6. The Case

6.1 European Law experts upon the invitation of the ELMC Society will prepare the Case. The Case is scheduled to be published at the ELMC Society's web site: www.elmc.org on September 1st every year.

7. Executive Secretary

7.1 The ELMC Society will among its members designate an Executive Secretary. The Executive Secretary's task, other than specified in the following paragraphs, is to ensure that the Regional Final is carried out in consistency with the overall spirit and aim of Competition and to resolve all matters, which would otherwise be detrimental to the organisation of a Regional Final. In particular, where the Bench is not able to reach a decision, the Executive Secretary will have the final decision, including but not limited to matters of disqualification and calculation of results.

7.2 All decisions of the Executive Secretary are final and not subject to appeal.

8. The Bench

8.1 The written pleadings of each team and the oral contribution of each individual team member selected to proceed to the Regional Finals will be graded by an independent Bench.

8.2 The Bench at a Regional Final shall consist of Community law expertswho are selected by the ELMC Society in cooperation with the RT. 

8.3 A member of the Bench shall not assess the written pleadings or take part in a hearing involving a team from the University he or she is professionally engaged in. At a Regional Final the Executive Secretary shall notify the Bench of any potential conflict of interest. The Bench shall settle the matter prior to the hearing in question.

8.4 The Executive Secretary will only reveal the final scores of each individual team on an official team's score sheet after the final round of a Regional Final. 

III PARTICIPATION

9. Admission of teams

9.1 The Competition is open to all students of any subject, having sufficient knowledge of European law, enrolled in a university or a similar institution, provided that (i) the student is not practising as a lawyer and (ii) the student has not previously participated in the oral rounds of the Competition.

9.2 Present and former members of the ELMC Society and the OT are excluded from participation in the Competition. 

9.3 The ELMC Society admits participants from outside Europe and teams representing non-European Universities.

10. Teams

10.1 The students are required to form teams of three or four members representing the same university. Team members shall register and identify themselves to the OT by means of the official identification sheet, which may be found at the Society's web site: www.elmc.org. 

10.2 Any change in the composition of a team is prohibited after sending in the written pleadings and may be grounds for disqualification. 

10.3 Where several teams from the same university have applied for participation, only the two best teams, based upon the written pleadings score, shall be allowed to proceed to the oral rounds.

11. Fees

11.1 The ELMC Society shall at the launch of the Competition each year fix the participation fees.

11.2 The fee is divided into a participation fee payable by all teams, a Regional Final fee payable by those teams proceeding to a Regional Final and an All European Final fee payable by those teams proceeding to the All European Final.

11.3 The ELMC Society may in certain circumstances and at the ELMC Society's full discretion give a full or partial waiver of payment of a fee to a team or a team member based upon a reasoned application.

11.4 A team is considered as participating team after the OT has timely received the official identification sheet and the fees.

IV OVERRIDING PRICIPLES

12. Sportsmanship

12.1 The participants must conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner at all stages of the Competition. 

13. Anonymity

13.1 Strict anonymity of the teams is required. Each team will upon registration be assigned a number/letter during the Competition. The ID number/letter for the written phase will be dispatched to the team immediately upon receipt by the OT of the Official Registration Sheet and the participation fee. The ID number/letter for the oral rounds will be disclosed upon arrival at the Regional Final. 

13.2 The name of the university or the name or the nationality of the team members shall neither be mentioned to the Bench in the written nor in the oral proceedings, whether directly or indirectly (e.g. wearing of special attire or national robes, referring to special national symbols, or other similar behaviour). 

14. Outside Assistance

14.1 During preparation of the case, outside assistance, including that from a faculty member or a coach or similar shall be limited to a general discussion of issues, suggestions as to research resources and linguistic help.

14.2 Outside assistance that would interfere with the final submission of pleading, which must be an effort of the team only, is strictly prohibited and will be severely penalised.

14.3 During the Oral Round such penalty may, at the discretion of the Executive Secretary, result in disqualification.

V WRITTEN PLEADINGS

15. Written Pleadings

15.1 Each team shall prepare typewritten pleadings, setting out the arguments of the applicant and the defendant according to the provisions as set out in Annex A.

15.2 Teams may choose the official language, either English or French, to be used in drafting the written pleadings.

15.3 Each written pleading shall be accompanied by a summary of the main arguments. That summary must be drafted in the other official language (i.e. where French is used for the pleadings, English must be used for the summary and vice versa). 

16. Submission

16.1 Teams shall submit three copies of each written pleading to the office of the OT within the time limit indicated in the time schedule set out by the ELMC Society. The time limit may also be found at the Society's web site.

16.2 For backup purposes, the teams may, at their discretion, also send a copy of the written pleadings in an electronic format by e-mail to the OT. 

16.3 The assessment of the written pleadings will be based on the printed version received by post.

16.4 No team may revise, substitute, add to, delete or in any other manner alter its written pleadings after the time limit for their submission.

17. Assessment 

17.1 All written pleadings will be assessed by the Bench having regard to their content as well as to their form, according to the scoring criteria set out in Annex A. 

17.2 All written pleadings shall be assessed independently by at least two Community law experts (out of whom at least one is a member of the Bench).

17.3 The score achieved shall be kept on the official scoring sheet for written pleadings. These scores are confidential and will only be revealed on the official team’s score sheets handed out at the end of the Regional Finals. Teams, which do not proceed to the oral rounds, may be informed about their score upon contacting the OT, once the teams selected for the Regional Finals have been announced.

17.4 During the qualification round of the Regional Finals, the average score of the two written pleadings may be used to rank teams with equal score in accordance with Annex A

VI REGIONAL FINAL

18. Rules of procedure of the ECJ

18.1 The rules of procedure of the ECJ shall apply as far as the nature of the Competition allows.

19. Invitation to the Regional Finals

19.1 Invitations to the Regional Finals are based upon a pre-selection taking into account results of the written pleadings, places available, and a geographic criterion.

19.2 Teams that are invited to compete in the oral rounds may bring a coach with them to the Regional Final provided, however, that such coach has not been present as judge, coach, organiser, or in any similar position at any previous Regional Final during that year. 

20. Structure of the oral rounds

20.1 Each year 4 Regional Finals are held at different locations worldwide.

20.2 Each of the Regional Finals shall consist of up to three qualification rounds (preliminary round, semi-final and final).

20.3 Up to Twelve teams will participate in the preliminary round, four teams in the semi-final and two teams in the final. The winning team of each Regional Final will, subject to the consent of the ECJ, be invited to participate in the All European Final.

20.4 In the preliminary round and in the semi-final the Bench shall be divided into two chambers of at least three members each. The entire Bench shall gather for the final.

20.5 The ELMC Society can decide to adjust the number of Regional Finals or the teams participating in a Regional Final.

21. Roles

21.1 Each team is required to argue both as applicant, as defendant and as a Commission Representative or as an Advocate General. 

21.2 Upon invitation to the Regional Finals, the team will be informed of whether to prepare arguments for the Advocate General or the Commission Representative. 

21.3 The teams are free in their internal allocation of the roles.

21.4 Once the role of the Commission Representative or the Advocate General have been allocated and notified this allocation cannot be changed, neither before the first pleading nor in case the Advocate General/Commission Representative proceeds to the next round (semi final, final or all European Final).

21.5 Splitting of roles during a hearing is not permitted but a team member, with the exception of the Advocate General/Commission Representative who have not been elliminated, can act as a counsel to the applicant or defendant. 

21.6 During a Regional Final, in a team consisting of three members, every team member is required to present an oral argument on at least one occasion. In a team consisting of four members, the fourth team member has the possibility to plead as either applicant or defendant, unless his or her team is eliminated in the preliminary round of the Regional Final.

22. Advocate General/Commission Representative

22.1 One team member shall present the opinion of the Advocate General or the Commission Representative taking into account the arguments of the other pleading parties.

22.2 During the hearings the Advocate General/Commission Representative acts independently and without counsel from his or her teammates. The Advocate General/Commission Representative participates in hearings other than those, in which his or her team members participate as applicant or defendant.

22.3 Based on the points given during the preliminary rounds the four best Advocate Generals/Commission Representatives will proceed to the semi-finals. Should an Advocate General/Commission Representative not qualify for the semi-finals, he or she is then free to join his or her team and may assume the role of either the applicant, the defendant or act as counsel.

22.4 The best Advocate General/Commission Representative of the Regional Final will be selected on the basis of the points given during the Regional Final. 

22.5 In the event of an equal or a very close score, it is for the Executive Secretary to decide, upon having duly consulted the Bench present at the Regional Final, whether the Final should include two Advocate Generals/Commission Representatives competing against each other.

22.6 The best Advocate General/Commission Representative of each Regional Final qualifies for participation in the All European Final.

22.7 The Advocate General/Commission Representative of a team that has qualified for the participation in the All European Final can join his or her team and plead as either applicant or defendant provided that he or she has not qualified to the All European Final as an Advocate General or a Commission Representative. 

23. Counsel

23.1 Team members may sit at the bar table as counsel, except for the Advocate General/Commission Representative. 

23.2 Only the members of the Court, speakers for the teams and team counsels may communicate during the oral argument. There shall be no communication between the counsel table and any individual in the audience during the hearing. 

23.3 Counselling will count as pleading time.

23.4 Team members acting as Advocate General/Commission Representative cannot be seated at the bar table and cannot act as counsel.

24. Scope of oral arguments

24.1 The scope of the oral arguments is not limited to the scope of the participants' written pleadings. 

25. Scope of reply and rejoinder
25.1 The scope of the applicant's reply is limited to the scope of defendant's oral arguments. The scope of the defendant's rejoinder is limited to the scope of applicant's reply. 

26. Time for Oral Arguments

26.1 The arguments of the applicant and the defendant shall each be presented within 15 minutes. In the preliminary round and semi-final reply and rejoinder shall take no more than 5 minutes each and may take up to 10 minutes each in the final.

26.2 The Advocate General/Commission Representative shall present his or her opinion within 10 minutes at the end of the hearing.

26.3 Any changes of the time limits and/or order of presentations shall be announced within reasonable/due time by the Executive Secretary and shall apply in a non-discriminatory way. 

27. Time Keeping

27.1 The Timekeeper shall indicate (signs 5, 1, 0) the last minutes of the time allocated to the speaker and will inform the Court when the available time has expired. The President of the Court, taking notice of the Timekeeper's advice, then decides whether additional time will be allocated, and if so, how much. This must be done with a due regard to maintaining a fair competition.

28. Exceeding Speaking Time

28.1 The President of the Court may extend the speaking time in order to allow the speaker to finish his or her argument. 

28.2 An extension of speaking time shall in no case exceed 5 minutes beyond the total time allocated for the presentation.

28.3 Where an extension is granted, the other party shall be granted the same extension of time. Any time not fully used is irrevocably lost and has no influence on the score. 

29. Questions from the Bench

29.1 Members of the Court are invited and encouraged to question the speaker on any point of the argument. 

29.2 During the first rounds, these questions shall mainly focus on the issues of the Case. 

29.3 In the semi-finals and final round of the Regional Final, questions of a more general nature concerning European law may be included. 

29.4 Interventions of members of the Court shall not be reckoned as part of the team's speaking time.

30. Language

30.1 Being a bilingual Competition, the pleading languages are equally English and French. Participating teams are free to choose their pleading language at each instance. The team members are, in addition, allowed to switch between the two languages during the presentation of their arguments.

30.2 The ability to speak both languages and to change from one to the other has a positive impact on the score of the person presenting the oral argument.

30.3 Native speakers will only be judged with regard to their command of the non-native language; the exclusive use of their native language is therefore a disadvantage (see also Annex B). Also, a team member pleading only in his or her mother tongue is not eligible for the Best Speaker Award at the All European Final.

31. Score

31.1 A team's total score shall be calculated by adding up all points received by all members in one round. In the preliminary round the total score is composed of the score of the applicant, the score of the defendant and the score of the Advocate General/Commission Representative. In the semi-final and the final the score is composed of the score of the applicant and the score of the defendant. 

31.2 Teams will be ranked from the highest to the lowest at the close of each round. The highest-ranking teams will participate in the next round. 

32. Calculation of Results

32.1 The Executive Secretary is solely responsible for the calculation of the total score achieved by a speaker and by the teams as well as for the publication of the scores.

32.2 The results are binding and cannot be questioned by any party.

32.3 Exceptionally, and only if considered necessary, the Bench may review these results under the following conditions:

32.3.1 A deviation from the calculated result, i.e. to prefer the team with the lower score, is only allowed if the margin between two teams is less than 5% of the total score awarded to the leading team.

32.3.2 The Bench has to reach a simple majority decision within 30 minutes. In case of a deadlock the Executive Secretary takes the final decision in accordance with the Rules and procedure of the Competition.

32.4 The Executive Secretary will only reveal the final scores to each individual team on an official team's score sheet after the final round of the Regional Final. The scores will not be made public to other participating teams unless the team has accepted this. 

33. Proceeding rounds

33.1 The opponents in the semi-final are decided by the Executive Secretary on the basis of criteria decided by the ELMC Society. The proceeding teams will plead as both applicant and defendant.

33.2 The two teams in the final will only plead as either applicant or defendant. The roles are divided upon either the consent of the Bench and both teams or by drawing of lots.

34. Material/Exhibits

34.1 The speaker may use notes, but he or she is encouraged not to read from a prepared text.

34.2 During the pleadings the use of any exhibits is not permitted. This does not include pleading notes, legal texts and textbooks.
34.3 Permitted material shall be clearly visible at the bar table to allow verifying by the Executive Secretary and can be at the speaker's disposal during the hearing. 

35. Black-list

35.1 In order to prevent unfair advantages as a result of scouting only the following participants and supporters can be inside the pleading room during the pleadings in the first three sessions of the preliminary round:

a) the person pleading as applicant,

b) the person pleading as defendant,

c) the members of the team of the person pleading as applicant which are acting as counsel, excluding the team’s Advocate General / Commission Representative,

d) the members of the team of the person pleading as defendant which are acting as counsel, excluding the team’s Advocate General / Commission Representative,

e) the person pleading as Advocate General / Commission Representative, and

f) the Coach and guests for the teams pleading as applicant or defendant, and Advocate General / Commission Representative.

35.2 Coaches and guests of teams pleading in the first three preliminary sessions are allowed to attend the hearings. It is, however, strictly prohibited to interact with the teams or record the pleadings in any form. Coaches and guests will not discuss the arguments/questions heard in these hearings until the preliminary sessions have ended. Such or any similar behaviour will be presumed as scouting and may be considered by the Executive Secretary as reason for disqualification of the team.

36. Taping and Photographing

36.1 Taping and broadcasting of oral arguments is not allowed, unless permission has been obtained in advance from all parties concerned including the Advocate General/Commission Representative, the Court and the Executive Secretary.

36.2 Photographing during the hearings is not allowed, except by members of the ELMC Society, the OT and/or RT.

VII ALL-EUROPEAN FINAL

37. All European Final

37.1 Unless otherwise indicated in the Rules, the All-European Final follows the same rule as applied in the Regional Final, in so far as the nature of it allows.

37.2 The All European Final consists of 2 rounds (semi-final and final) where the pleadings of the applicant, defendant, Commission Representative and Advocate General are presented. 

37.3 Teams will in each round only plead as either applicant or defendant. The roles are divided by drawing of lots.

37.4 At the request of the ECJ the Executive Secretary may deviate from the Rules. Teams will be informed within reasonable/due time thereof.

37.5 During the All European Final the Executive Secretary may request that a team member presents an oral argument only once. Teams will be informed within reasonable/due time thereof.

VIII AWARDS

38. Best Written Pleadings Award

38.1 The winner of the Best Written Pleadings Award shall be the team having received the highest average score for both the applicant and defendant. The team members will receive an invitation to attend the All European Final as guests. Moreover, the Best Written Pleadings will be published in The Society's Annual Report.

39. Best Speaker Award

39.1 The Bench may award a Best Speaker Award. The winner of the Best Speaker Award shall be the person acting as either applicant or defendant with the highest average individual score in the oral rounds.

39.2 To be considered for the Best Speaker Award, a speaker must argue in at least three rounds, including one round in the All European Final. A speaker is not eligible for the Best Speaker Award if he or she only pleads in her or his native language.

39.3 A Second Best Speaker Award may be awarded at the All European Final in Luxembourg.

39.4 Depending on the availability the Best Speaker shall be offered a trainee-ship at a European institution or in a European law firm.

40. Best Advocate General/Commission Representative Award

40.1 The winner of the Best Advocate General/Commission Representative Award shall be the person with the highest score in the All European Final.

40.2 Depending on availability the Best Advocate General/Commission Representative shall be offered a trainee-ship at a European institution or a European law firm. 

41. Winning Team

41.1 The Winning Team receives the Moot Court Cup, which may be displayed at their university or institute until the next Moot Court Competition. It is the obligation of the Winning Team to return the Cup to the Society in due time before the next All-European Final of the Competition. Alternatively the team is encouraged to attend the next All-European Final bringing with them the Cup.

41.2 Depending on the availability, the members of the winning team of the All-European Final shall be offered trainee-ships at European institutions or in European law firms. It is for the team itself to distribute the prizes among the members taking into account the conditions set out by the sponsors. Note, however, that in a team consisting of four members, the fourth member can only be considered for an award if he or she has pleaded orally at least once during the Competition.

42. Special Achievement Award

42.1 At a Regional Final the Bench may award a Special Achievement Award to a team or a team member for outstanding or otherwise remarkable performance.

ANNEX A

Written Pleadings Instructions and Criteria 

1. General

Every team must hand in two written pleadings, one on behalf of the applicant and one on behalf of the defendant. Teams are obliged to submit three copies of each pleading.

Each pleading should consist of the following essential parts: 

· Colour of the external cover: red for the applicant, yellow for the defendant 

· Internal cover 

· Table of contents 

· References: commentaries, textbooks, periodicals, judgements of the ECJ (see also Annex C) 

· Numbering of the pages of the argumentation section 

· Footnotes should be at the bottom of the page, numbered concurrently, and should be presented in manner as described in the citations sheet (Annex C) 

· Form: typewritten on A-4 paper sheets, not stapled or otherwise bound the font is Times New Roman, the type face is 1,5 spaced (interlinear space), 12pt character-size; 3 cm margin top and bottom, 2 cm margin each side 

· The argumentation section in one of the official languages is limited to 15 pages per pleading (for both the applicant and the defendant) including everything such as for example introduction, summary of the facts etc, but except the summary of the argumentation section, in the other official language. That summary shall not exceed 2 pages. 

The identity of the teams shall not be revealed to the judges. 

2. Scoring Criteria

Each pleading is assessed individually and independently by at least two Community law experts. The assessment will be with regard to the following scoring instructions:

Each pleading will be assigned a maximum score of 25 points.

The scoring results must be kept on official scoring sheets, which shall be sent at the end of November to the judges together with the written pleadings.

The scoring criteria are as follows:

a) correct legal analysis and argumentation, i.e. clarity of argument, complete and correct recognition and weighting of problems, correct application of the relevant rules and legal principles; 

· Maximum of 10 points. The average score shall be 5 

 

b) presentation and style, i.e. persuasiveness (logic, structure, citations, thoroughness, style, eloquence...); 

· Maximum of 10 points. The average score shall be 5. 

 

c) linguistic skills: knowledge of both official languages; 

· Maximum of 5 points. The average score shall be 3. 

 

3. Infractions

Infractions of the instructions regarding the written pleadings may result in penalties, that is loss of points and a possible disqualification. Minor infractions of the Rules may be ignored.

The following infractions may give rise to one of the following penalties:

a) Delayed submission of the written pleading.

The date of submission must be a clearly visible official stamp/mark, preferably enclosed on a separate sheet inside the envelope/package. The deadline for the submission of the written Pleadings can be found at the Society's web site: www.elmc.org. A delayed submission will result in: 

· one day late = minus 2 points 

· two days late = minus 4 points 

· three days late = compulsory disqualification 

b) Exceeding the stipulated length of written pleading.

An argument section exceeding stipulated length (15 pages excluding the summary) will result in: 

· one page exceeding = minus 2 points 

· two pages exceeding = minus 4 points 

· three pages exceeding = compulsory disqualification 

The summary exceeding stipulated length (2 pages) will result in: 

· half a page exceeding = minus 2 points 

· one page exceeding = minus 4 points 

· one and a half page exceeding = disqualification. 

c) Disclosure of identity

If the name of the team members or the university is mentioned anywhere inside the written pleading, this will result in:

- minus 2 points

d) Submission of only one copy of pleadings

If only one out of three copies are submitted, as stated in paragraph 19 and article 1 of this Annex, this will result in:

- minus 2 points

e) Non-conformity with other formalities, such as interlinear space, margins, etc. for each infraction:

- minus 2 points

ANNEX B

Oral Arguments Instructions and Criteria

1 General

A team's score shall be calculated by adding up all points received by all team members in a round.

After the first qualification round at the Regional Finals, the scores of all team members are added (see rule ' 31). The highest-ranking teams will be admitted to the next round.

Teams with equal scores will be ranked according to the following criteria:

a) overall impression, if the Bench believes that a useful distinction can be made;

b) total of scores on written pleadings;

c) drawing of lots.

The decision will be reached by advancing from a) to c) only so far as there are scores that remain equal. This method needs only to be applied if the outcome is important for the admission of a team to the next round. With regard to teams having different but very close scores the same procedure as the one described in paragraph 38 shall be followed.

Each member of the Bench shall act individually and independently of the others; the scoring will be kept on official scoring sheets. 

2 Scoring criteria

a) Correct legal analysis and application of relevant law (general knowledge and understanding

of European Law and its principles): up to 10 points, the average being 5;

b) Presentation and style, persuasiveness (ability to convincingly represent every party that is to argue): up to 10 points, the average being 5;

c) Reply and rejoinder (capacity to rebut the arguments of the opponent in reply and rejoinder): up to 6 points, the average being 3; (Not relevant for the Advocate General/Commission Representative)

d) Language: up to 4 extra points shall be given to the eloquent use of foreign languages. Non-native speakers of English will receive one point for using English and two points for fluency in English. Non-native speakers of French will receive one point for using French and two points for fluency in French. No points on language will be given for arguments in a speaker's mother tongue. 

3 Unsportsmanlike behaviour

The President of the Bench may disqualify a team or one of its members in case of any flagrant violation of the rules or other behaviour detrimental to the whole event.
